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PAGB INTER-CLUB PRINT CHAMPIONSHIP 2019 
This year’s event was held again at Westholme School, Blackburn at the end 
of October. Three Scottish Clubs made the trip to represent the SPF; Dumfries 
CC as finalists last year, Carluke CC and Dundee PS who gained an Invite due 
to their result in the SPF’s 2019 Print Championship. The Judges were Phil 
Charnock (L&CPU), David Lowe (MCPF) and Gabriel O’Shaughnessy (IPF). 

38 Clubs competed in the first round for a place in the final. Eight Clubs ended 
up qualifying for the final, including Carluke CC, which was again a close 
fought battle. The Final result was to see Carluke finish in 5th place (194 pts), 
the winners were Arden PG with 207 pts.  

Dumfries and Dundee contested the Plate Trophy and came second equal with 
67pts. The Plate was won by Godalming PC with 69pts.  

Rod Wheelans from Dumfries CC took two individual Awards; Judge’s Choice 
for Fattening for Bayram and Best Mono Print for Bad Hair Day (below L & R).
